Painting in your Photos

This is another effect used by professional photographers that is a nice replacement for
the standard vignette effect, using brush strokes for the edges, rather than a soft edge
effect. It give the impression that the photo was “painted in” and that’s just what you'll
wind up doing.

step one: Open the Photo to want to apply the effect
to. Select All, then press Delete (PC: Backspace) to erase the
entire photo. Next, create a new layer.

step two: Choose the History Brush from the Toolbox.
Bring up the Brush Picker and from the Brush Picker’s pop-
down menu load the set named Thick Heavy Brushes. Once
that set is loaded, click on the first Thick Heavy Brush, the 111
pixel brush (as shown).
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step three: Start painting a few strokes with this
brush from left to right across your image area. As
you do, the original photo will paint back in. One of
the cool things about this brush is that it has some
gaps in it {like painting with a real dry brush) which
helps give it a real painted look. Take a look at the bottom stroke in pamcular and you can see
the gaps (the upper areas don't have it, because | painted over = s

the stroke more than once).

step four: Now go to the Brush Picker, and choose the next
111 pixel brush in the picker (as shown). What | like to do at this
point, is switch to the next brush in the Brush Picker (also a 111
pixel brush), and paint with 7/8 of the brush inside the already
painted area, with just 1/8 of the brush (the top tip) extending
over the top. This adds a more random, spattered look. If you
look at the top of this photo, you can see some spattering and specs, and those were created
with this brush.

step five: To finish off the piece, simple add some text under the photo. In class, Il be using
the font Minion, in all caps. with +400 tracking (the spacing between letters), and I'll also lower
the type size of all the letters (except the first letter in each word) by three points.
